Directions to Christ Fellowship

1. Make your way to Interstate 181. If southbound on 181, take Exit 49 off 181 and turn
right at the bottom of the ramp onto Rock Springs Road. If northbound on 181, take Exit
49 off 181 and turn left at the bottom of the ramp onto Rock Springs Road.

2. Take the first left onto Westfield Drive and proceed until you cross the 181 overpass.

3. Take the first left onto Victory Lane and follow it to the end.
